On Wednesday, July 3rd Our Wallaroo Primary School Aboriginal 

students were invited to attend NAIDOC week celebrations held at 

Moonta Area School (MAS). 

NAIDOC Week celebrates the history, culture and achievements of 

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples. The Theme for this 

yearôs NAIDOC week is Voice. Treaty. Truth. 

We heard from George Hewitson (MAS AET) and special guest 

Speaker Ian Trethaway who spoke about how Ian was adopted as a 

young boy and only found out that he was Aboriginal  

(Andyamathanha) when he was an adult and how that affected him 

growing up.  

Our Students had the opportunity to meet other Aboriginal and 

Torres Strait Islander students from several different schools 

around the Yorke Peninsula. They participated in many cultural 

activities together and created some amazing artwork. These 

included Boomerangs, Dot paintings, Bracelets, weaving just to 

name a few. 

There were multiple stalls (Aboriginal Health, Hearing, Diabetes 

and Oral Hygiene) where the students learnt about the effects of 

smoking and what it does to your body; The importance of 

brushing your teeth and also learnt about the function of our ears 

and different hearing tools that people may use. 

We would like to thank Michelle Appleton and the Aboriginal 

Education Team at Moonta AS for their invitation and
