Guest speakers, Paul
Lukong and Terry Lukong (Miss
Lukong’s father and partner) spoke
about their experiences migrating
to Australia and the opportunities
it has provided them. Last year, in
the 6/7 class, many of the same
students were learning about
migration and why people decide
to migrate. Our 2020 year 6s (now
year 7s) reviewed a zoom
interview conducted by Miss
Lukong, who interviewed Paul
about his life growing up in
Cameroon and his experiences

of education in Africa. This year,
it was decided that they should
meet Paul in person and have the
opportunity to ask him lots and
lots of questions about his life.
Some things the students
remember from the talk:

Class sizes in Cameroon can be
up to 400 students.

Paul had to walk 8km every
morning to school with bare feet
as shoes were a privilege.

Paul moved to Australia in 1996
to study at the University of
Adelaide.

Children in Cameroon are given 1
book at school and 1 pencil.
